The
annual “Represent & Ride Free” event for kids ages 12 and under rewards helmet use with fun
photography and free lift tickets.  Safety tips are prominently featured on mountain maps, in the
pocket trail map, on scrolling slideshows, and on signage throughout the mountain. 

Resorts awarded for other categories of safety excellence at the conference were Vail Mountain,
CO; Mammoth, CA; Snowbasin, UT; Squaw Valley, CA; and Copper Mountain, CO. 

Gore Mountain was also nationally recognized by SKI Magazine and NSAA in May 2016 with the
Golden Eagle for Overall Environmental Excellence, the ski industry’s most esteemed award for
sustainability.
